|| Spiritual Gifts |I|

This week’s spiritual gifts are:

TONGUES: The gift of tongues is a communication gift that allows people to speak for-
eign languages and convey concepts they never formally studied. People with this gift
“pick up” the ability to communicate across barriers of language, culture, age, or physical
limitations (some people with the gift of tongues work with the deaf or blind). The identi-
fication of the gift of tongues as a “secret” prayer language is often misunderstood. An
individual manifesting the gift in this way must always be paired with someone who has the
gift of interpretation of tongues. These gifts are given for the upbuilding of the body of
Christ.

WISDOM: The gift of wisdom allows people to understand deeper meaning and apply
knowledge, beliefs, and experience to every day situations. Wise, gifted individuals make
connections and help others make them as well—to understand the implications of our be-
liefs and actions. Those gifted with wisdom often understand root causes of disagree-
ments, conflict, and barriers to growth and development. People with wisdom help others
understand and clarify options to make good decisions.
